can reuse the gameboard! Place the draw card pile face-down on the table.

e Game Play: Player 1 draws a card and reads the word out loud (watch out for schwal!).
If the word is read correctly, Player 1 may place a token on the gameboard by coloring
in the circle. Tokens must “slide” all the way down to the bottom of the column and
stack on top of each other like this:

The card is discarded, and Player 2 gets to draw a card. If a player gets the question
wrong, the other player gets to “steal” and place a token on the board! Four tokens in a
row win! (vertical, horizontal, or diagonal)

e Special Cards: There are some special cards in the deck. If you draw “Skip,” your turn
passes to the other player right away. If you draw “Double Up,” you get to place 2
tokens for that turn!

o Disagreements: If you cannot agree on the correct way to read a card,
players may consult the answer key. If there is still a disagreement,

that card is skipped, and the player may draw a new card.
